2. Shut off sprayers and raise tillage equipment to avoid damage to field borders.

3. Shape and reseeding border areas damaged by storms, chemicals, tillage or equipment traffic.

4. Fertilize, mow, harvest, and control noxious weeds to maintain plant vigor.  

5. Fill or reseed ephemeral gullies and rills that develop in the border.
